            The Art of the Playlist

3. Song Order: choosing the correct song order can make all the difference.  Take a look at a few professionally produced albums and see if you can discern a pattern in the song order. 4. Artwork: all albums have cover art and yours will be no different.  The artwork that you choose, be it hand drawn or printed, must represent the theme that you have chosen. 



   







 




5. Song Interpretation: you must understand the songs that you have chosen.  Song lyrics are how the song writer displays his or her poetry for you to understand.  Regardless of how complicated or simple the songs you choose are, you still must provide an explanation as to each song’s message.




  









 
Requirements
i. Choose 5 songs that fit with your particular theme. For example, if your theme is heartbreak, your songs would be about breaking up, losing love, how hard it is to break up, etc. 
ii. Write the main chorus of each song and a paragraph explaining the meaning of each song.

iii. Decorate each page with pictures related to your overall theme.

iv. Write a paragraph explaining your theme. What’s your theme’s title?
